The Journeys of Ahmed and Abdul

1. Ahmed and Abdul set off from Timbuktu and travel to Gao. Here, they sell a few palm leaves and then go on to Agades. They stay there to rest and then travel on to Marrakesh. How far have they travelled in total?

2. A few weeks later, Ahmed and Abdul go from Timbuktu to Marrakesh with a second load of palm leaves. Ahmed plans to go on to Tunis, but Abdul hurts his leg and they have to stop in Fez before going on to Tunis. How far have they travelled on this journey in total?
3. From Tunis, they return to Timbuktu via Agades. Comparing their outward journey in question 2 and this return journey, which is the furthest and by how much? 
4. Ahmed decides to go to Cairo to buy some things he could sell in the Timbuktu market. 

a) How long is their journey if they travel directly from Timbuktu to Cairo? 

b) As Abdul’s leg is not better yet, they can only travel 100 km a day. How many days will it take them to travel to Cairo?

5. Abdul’s leg is still not better so Ahmed finds a friend in Cairo who will give them a ride back to Timbuktu in his truck.  If it takes them 10 days to complete the journey in the truck, how many kilometres do they travel each day – rounding up your answer to the nearest hundred km?
